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AN ACT TO ESTABLISH THE W. P. CAREY COMMITTEE 
AS A STANDING COMMITTEE IN THE BYLAWS


GRADUATE AND PROFESSIONAL STUDENT ASSOCIATION,

WHEREAS the graduate students of the William Polk (W. P.) Carey School of Business, in general, did not receive adequate information about available resources, their rights as students, or how GPSA is engaged in advocacy, support, or unity.

WHEREAS the participation in, and support of, the graduate student body as a whole, through GPSA, has been dejected by W. P. Carey graduate students. 

WHEREAS the Dean of the W. P. Carey School of Business has conferred that implementation of the W. P. Carey Committee is critical to achieving increased graduate programs collaboration.

NOTING THAT the precedence for college specific committees was set by CLAS with ASSEMBLY BILL #26 on November 20, 2015.

WHEREAS the GPSA Bylaws do not reflect a W. P. Carey Committee as an official standing committee and therefore, systematic reform cannot take place to ensure advocacy, support, and unity for, or streamlined information exchange between, W. P. Carey graduate students and the GPSA.

NOTING THAT the W. P. Carey School of Business will have more than doubled its size by Fall 2016, with the W. P. Carey Committee communicating perspective from the graduate students of 9 different graduate degree programs.

FURTHER NOTING THAT the W. P. Carey Committee will have monthly internal meetings to discuss issues specifically related to W. P. Carey graduate students, which may also pertain to the larger graduate student body as a whole.

FURTHER NOTING THAT the W. P. Carey Committee has established quarterly and monthly external meetings with the Dean and Assistant Dean of W. P. Carey, respectively, to communicate graduate student needs and concerns to the GPSA.

WHEREAS the topics discussed at both internal and external meetings have implications for the larger graduate student body that GPSA represents. The W. P. Carey Committee will share the information from the Office of the Dean of W. P. Carey School of Business and graduate students through our monthly reports to the GPSA assembly.

THEREFORE

BE IT ENACTED that Title 4 of the Bylaws of the GPSA be revised to include the “W. P. Carey Committee” in the list of recognized GPSA committees, such that a new section, “4.9” be appended to the current list with sub sections § 4.9.1 – 4.9.12 describing the mission, duties, and responsibilities of the W. P. Carey Committee as follows:

4.9   W. P. Carey Committee

4.9.1. Will address the needs and concerns specific to W. P. Carey School of Business graduate students, in the interest of the graduate student body as whole.

4.9.2. Will act as a liaison between Administration in the W. P. Carey School of Business and the graduate students of the W. P. Carey School of Business.

4.9.3. Will act as a liaison amongst all W. P. Carey School of Business graduate programs.

4.9.4. Will have regular external meetings, at a frequency of not less than monthly, with Administration of the W. P. Carey School of Business Dean’s Office to address graduate student needs and concerns.

4.9.5. Will have regular internal meetings, at a frequency of not less than monthly, to discuss progress on initiatives, introduce new needs and concerns of W. P. Carey graduate students, and plan for the next meeting.

4.9.6. Will report budget monthly to constituents including but not limited to W. P. Carey GSO’s, the MBA Association, and Administration.

4.9.7. Will host educational seminars for better understanding of the GPSA, its resources, and process and requirements to apply for support.

4.9.8. Will address the concerns of Administration in the W. P. Carey School of Business Dean’s Office as they pertain to W. P. Carey graduate students.

4.9.9. Will draft, review, and make recommendations on Assembly bills.

4.9.10. Will plan and carry out events within budgetary mandates for the graduate student body, emphasizing W. P. Carey graduate student participation.

4.9.11. Will be composed of all seated W. P. Carey Assembly Members, including W. P. Carey At-Large Assembly seats.

4.9.12. Will nominate chairperson each spring, who must be eligible for enrollment the following academic year, to be confirmed by a majority of recognized GPSA Assembly committee chair’s.
